johannes landman brings miniature imagery to a new level
KANSAS CITY, Mo. (July 1, 2010) The Kansas City Toy & Miniature Museum welcomes Johannes Landman on July 15-17, appearing in the second of three programs as part of the museum’s Summer Artist Series. The series is a summer-long celebration of the art of miniatures, where featured artists of distinction will share their techniques, inspirations and creations with Kansas City’s thriving arts community.   
ABOUT THE ARTISTS 
Though his art has evolved into miniatures, Johannes Landman’s original passion was full-scale painting. Born in the Netherlands in 1960, Landman later lived in Spain and Canada. As a young man, Landman was inspired by artists such as Rembrandt and Vermeer. In 1995, his aunt asked him to replicate a painting for her dollhouse. The idea was quite appealing to him, as he loved to work with small things and welcomed the challenge of extending his artistic reach. 
From there, Landman began doing more and more miniature pieces, all in the modest work space of his family dining room. His preferred method of painting is to use oils on wood or copper. One of the museum’s highlighted pieces is a fully-functioning, fine-scale harpsichord that Landman both carved and painted.
