the final installment of the museum’s miniature artist series explores lloyd mccaffery’s spiritual spaces
KANSAS CITY, Mo. (August 1, 2010) The Kansas City Toy & Miniature Museum welcomes Lloyd McCaffery on August 19-21, appearing in the final of three programs as part of the museum’s Summer Artist Series. The series is a summer-long celebration of the art of miniatures, where featured artists of distinction share their techniques, inspirations and creations with Kansas City’s thriving arts community.   
ABOUT THE ARTIST 
Lloyd McCaffery, born in 1949, began carving and creating ship models at age 14. By 20, he had begun his career as a full-time miniature artist. A highly skilled sculptor, McCaffery carves fine-grained fruitwoods with specialty tools used by dentists and jewelers. One of his first pieces, owned by the museum, is a 90-millimeter, complete skeleton in motion. His work with ship models is sought out by professional collectors, housed in museums across the world and published in magazines, journals, on “CBS Morning News,” and in the book, “Ships in Miniature.” His pursuit of realism and fine detail in miniature architecture led to a passion for creating spiritual spaces which explore the cultural aesthetics in design and construction. He recently created three renderings of houses of worship in different cultures: The Old Ship Church of Massachusetts, The Belfry of the Tōdai-ji Temple Complex of Japan and the Stave Church of Norway, all of which were commissioned by the museum.
